Hands–on instructional sessions will be provided to give project members the required skills to assist people of all ages and all disabilities in either a stand up or sit-down program.  Among the stand-up skiers are amputees, persons who have recovered from polio or strokes, skiers with cerebral palsy, blind skiers, deaf skiers, and persons with developmental disabilities. Participants in the sit-down program may include persons with spina bifida, multiple sclerosis, paraplegia and quadriplegia.

When not working with a lesson, project members will be engaged in various support projects for NEHSA.  

Required: All Project members need to be an intermediate or above level skier / snowboarder with own equipment.  A positive and volunteering attitude is a must too.

Yurt to Yurt - Back Country Skiing

We will also be learning to harness and drive draft horses and other traditional skills. 

As a reminder (read: warning), we will be spending the vast majority of our time outside. The weather during March might very well range from full on winter conditions to the best that spring has to offer. A sense of humor, therefore, might be a useful asset for those joining us!

Servant Leadership: Leading by Example

Groton Plantation, Estill, SC

*Important!  EARLY DEPARTURE (FRIDAY, 3/21), with bus travel to and from SC.  NO TV, VCR, DVD at the destination, please.
Groton is an educational project with a strong community service aspect.  The “plantation” is a hunting property maintained by the Winthrop family in the “low country” of South Carolina.  Controlled burns, selective cutting and planting ensure the success of their populations of birds, boar and deer.  Students and adults sleep in 2 unheated cabins, cooking most meals in a large common kitchen/dining/ living cabin with a fireplace.  In the past, foresters, old timers, fish & game folks, owners’ relations, a gun dog trainer and an author have spoken to the students regarding their perspectives on the place and its people.  A well-known archaeologist (Al Goodyear) and an interpretive archaeologist have led students in digs and paleo-activities.  We've also added a trip off site: kayaking in Beaufort, a steeplechase (horse) race in Aiken or a day trip to Savannah.  Students learn a great deal about the local wildlife inhabitants and their environment, the history (recent and distant) and the human culture.  Our community service portion involves cleaning graveyards, or maintaining wooden buildings.  Riding horses to work sites and transport in seat trucks gives students a closer look at the country.  Many students choose to shoot, as well.  Best for:  Young students interested in forestry, farming or history who don’t mind long-distance bus travel and manual work.

The first day of Project Period will be spent learning firearm safety and shotgunning techniques with certified firearms safety instructor Mike Rodichon, Sturm Ruger’s (Newport, NH) certified firearm safety instructor, and Dave Tilden, a professional shotgun and national and world champion sporting clays shooter.  Dave is also a firearms instructor and employee of Sturm Ruger and Company.  Once the students are comfortable and safe firearm handlers, we will then visit a four fine shooting clubs in southern New Hampshire who have given us an invitation to shoot there: Farmington Fish and Game Club, 20th Century Skeet and Sporting Clays, Major Waldron’s Sportsmen’s Club, the Chester Fish and Game Club.  There we will take part in clinics run by professional firearm instructors and skeet and trap instructors from that club and from Sturm Ruger.

Mountains and Meditations: Wandering the Whites

Wind-gnarled pines, boot squeak, frozen and thawing ice. Moonlit-brushed, snow-fringed white-on-black-on-white alpine lakes. Headlamps. Moose antlers far-flung among sideways winding paths. For thousands of years poets, musicians, and spiritual seekers of all sorts have wandered the mountain landscapes. From Ch’an-era Buddhist monks to back-to-the-land hippies, mountains have always been a source of inspiration and insight. Hard hewn, rough-on-the-fingers, splintery, and temperamental—mountains keep their secrets locked in icy, unforgiving quartz and granite, hophorn beam and hazelnut. The seeker of mountain insight must not only take to the mountains, but must also turn inward and in the process of discovering themselves, discover the mountains as they have been all along—chickadee hanging upside down in a white pine. 

As Japanese Zen master Dogen said over 800 years ago “When you investigate the mountains thoroughly, this is the work of the mountains. Such mountains and waters themselves become wise persons and sages.” In this course we will seek to know ourselves and our mountains bit-by-bit through the study of contemplative arts and the natural world. We will start by staying in a vacation home in Jackson, New Hampshire, where we will divide our time between hiking, meditation, cooking, and writing and studying poetry. After a few days, we will strap on snowshoes and backpacks and head up to the Carter Notch Hut deep in the heart of the White Mountains. Up at Carter Notch we will continue our study of nature observation and the contemplative arts. After three days, we will return to Jackson and wrap up our adventure by reading poetry and drinking green tea around the fire. During our trip students will be introduced to backcountry travel, Shambala and Zen-style walking and sitting meditation, Chinese and Japanese poetry, nature awareness exercises, basic yoga postures, a modified tea ceremony, cooking with organic foods, and the constellations of the night sky (if the weather behaves). Hiking will be moderate to strenuous. Backcountry wilderness experience is recommended.

Students should be prepared to cooperate in group chores and to experience a new and exciting outdoor activity.

Theatre-Works

Professional Recording Project

Students will learn about the part of professional sports that the public rarely sees: the behind the scenes operations before, during, and after national sporting events.  We will volunteer with the NCAA to gain backstage access to tournament preparation, promotion, participant management, and ticket and merchandise sales.  We will tour major sporting venues such as TD Bank North Garden, Fenway Park, the Verizon Wireless Arena, and Boston area college venues.  By night, we will attend semi-professional, and perhaps professional, sporting events.  Students who are interested in sports management, sports broadcasting, large event coordination, and marketing are encouraged to participate.
